For 17-year-old Jason Bagley of Farmington, Maine, showing

Jason’s journey began when he was eight years old. To be more 
speci�c, his parents took him to the Green Acres herd dispersal. 
“We got two catalogs, one for me and one for my parents and they 
set me free to look through the barn to mark o� and take notes of 
heifers I liked,” Jason says. Unfortunately, he and his parents left 
the sale empty-handed. “When it came down to the auction of 
all the calves I liked, everyone else did too, apparently I’ve always 
had a good eye for a well balanced Milking Shorthorn,” said Jason. 
Fortunately, one of Jason’s dad’s friends, Emily Monnat, saw how 
disappointed he was. Before Jason even made it back home, she 
and Kylie Preisinger had lined up a calf for him—SWAG Mr Rights 
Frozen—and that’s when his Milking Shorthorn adventure really 
took o�.

Since then, Jason has been very busy traveling to shows, 
working with his cattle, and constantly learning. He’s competed at 
some of the biggest Milking Shorthorn events, including Eastern 
States, World Dairy Expo, NAILE, and the New England All Breeds 
Spring Show.

Jason Bagley of Bagley Bog Farm, Farmington, Maine
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For Jason, there’s no way to name just one person or cow to 
have the most impact on his junior show experience . His parents 
have always supported his ideas and made sure he gets to the 
shows he wants to compete in. Fellow juniors push him to be 
better, and mentors like Cody Mills have taught him the ins and 
outs of breeding and showing.

“� e Milking Shorthorn community is full of people who care 
about the breed and want to see each other succeed,” Jason says. 
“I’ve met so many great people along the way—it’s impossible to 
pick just one.”

Jason gets much help from his younger brother, Andrew, who 
plays a big role behind the scenes. Andrew prefers the grunt work 
like cleaning pens, helping do spring clipping, and halter training. 
“I couldn’t do what I do without him,” Jason says.

Following high school, Jason plans on attending Washington 
Community College to get certi� ed in metal fabrication. After that, 
he would like to start his own welding truck business so he can set 
his own schedule and still make time for cattle and shows. On the 
farm, he hopes to expand the barn so his cows have big box stalls 
for Maine’s long winters. Jason is deeply invested in the genetics 
side of his herd as well. “For breeding goals, I strive to have a 
well balanced cow all the way through, big, level rump, with an 
outstanding set of feet and legs, wide muzzle, with a big ‘ole barrel 
in the middle,” Jason stated.

Long-term, his dream is to hear “Best Bred & Owned” 
announced with his farm name at World Dairy Expo and to see 
his genetics make an impact across the U.S. and Canada. Jason’s 
biggest piece of advice: Don’t be afraid to introduce yourself. “I’ve 
met some amazing people, by stopping by their packs and looking 
at their cattle and if they aren’t busy, stepping up, and introducing 
myself with a handshake. I’ve heard the best stories from so many 
people by doing that,” he says. Moreover, for juniors, Jason shares 
“Younger kids look up to you, even if you don’t realize it. Take the 
time to help them out as they’re the future of the breed.”

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GENETIC EVALUATIONS SET 
TO CHANGE IN APRIL: 
What to know about the upcoming geneti c base change

On April 1, 2025, the 
routine � ve-year 

genetic base change will be 
implemented for the U.S. genetic 
evaluations produced by the 
Council on Dairy Cattle Breeding 
(CDCB). In preparation, here 
is what Milking Shorthorn 
breeders need to know. 

What is a genetic base?

A genetic base is the zero point from which PTAs (Predicted 
Transmitting Abilities) are measured in dairy cattle. � ink of it as 
the starting line in measuring genetic improvement in a singular 
animal, herd, or even the national herd. 

� e genetic base is set by calculating the average PTA of cows 
born in a speci� c year. � is group of cows is called the genetic 
reference population. In April, the reference population will move 
from U.S. cows born in 2015 to cows born in 2020.

� e cow performance data used to set the reference points is 
stored in the National Cooperator Database – a collaborative, 
industry-wide database stewarded by CDCB. � e ability to set 
zero points for genetic selection traits that re� ect the national 
dairy herd is dependent on the continued commitment to 
industry programs that contribute data to the national database. 
Programs that include Dairy Herd Information (DHI) milk testing 
organizations, dairy records processing centers, and breed 
associations.

Routine Five-Year Update

� e genetic bases to which (most) dairy traits are expressed 
in the U.S. have been updated every � ve years since 1980. � is 
adjustment schedule allows PTAs to re� ect genetic improvement 
over time while still maintaining stability in evaluations. A routine 
update to the genetic reference population allows the industry 
to measure progress from a contemporary group rather than 
a historical group, giving breeders a better tool for informed 
decision-making. 

Some countries choose to update their genetic base on an 
annual schedule, so be aware when comparing information from 
various countries and systems. 

Base Change Calculation 

� e math is easy. When genetic base change values are shared, 
it is simply the average PTA of the new reference population (cows 
born in 2020) minus the average PTA of the former reference 
population (cows born in 2015). 

For most traits, changes greater than zero mean the younger 
cows have a higher genetic merit than the older cows. Genetic 
improvement has been achieved! � e inverse is true for traits 
expressed on a negative scale like Somatic Cell Score; a greater 
negative value indicates greater genetic progress.

Herd-level Impact

Discussing the new genetic base as a change from the previous 
population helps to put the anticipated impacts in perspective. 
� is is because the change is how much the “zero” from which 
each PTA is measured is moving. 

For example, in Milking Shorthorns, it is anticipated that the 
base change value for milk will be approximately 10 pounds. � is 
means the PTA values for milk are expected to decrease about 
10 pounds. In other words, a Milking Shorthorn bull who is +100 
for milk in December is expected to be around +90 for milk in 
April (not considering any other impacts like the addition of new 
daughter or pedigree information). 

Understanding the expected change is important when setting 
thresholds in breeding programs. A bull might check all of the 
boxes today, but on April 1, when the new genetic base goes into 
e� ect, he may no longer meet one’s criteria. � is is not because 
the bull’s genetic abilities decreased, but because the starting line 
was adjusted.

Bottom Line

�e April evaluations – both traditional and genomic, male 
and female – will experience the genetic base change. As this 

breed and the industry look to the future, the commitment to 
programs that gather and submit cow data into the National 
Cooperator Database cannot be undervalued. Producers currently 
engaged in these programs are encouraged to talk with their �eld 
representatives to ensure their data is �owing into the National 
Cooperator Database. �is data results in greater reliability in 
selection traits, accurate representation in reference populations, 
and research to support new genetic tools. At the end of the day, 
data fuels genetic improvement.

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MILKING SHORTHORN 
PUBLICATIONS THROUGH 
THE YEARS

The U.S. Post O�  ce designated the 
Milking Shorthorn Journal as “second-

class matter” on September 30, 1919 at the 
post o�  ce in Independence, Iowa.

 It was published bi-monthly in the odd-
numbered months by the Milking Shorthorn 
Society, Independence, Iowa. � e May 1922 
issue ran a short article explaining that 
“subscriptions were coming in so fast” that 
the sta�  hadn’t been notifying subscribers of 
their expiration dates and reminding them 
“of remitting the modest sum required to 
keep the circulation clerk in good humor 
and incidentally assist in paying the printer!”  
By the way, a yearly subscription was 50 
cents or $1.00 for 28 months.

Not only did the Milking Shorthorn 
Journal follow the progress and development 
of the breed, but, it covered historical world 
events and their e� ect on our breeders. 
� e May 1945 issue featured a letter from 
PFC. Lee Kraus from Kansas stationed in 
Europe, described the rather unpleasant 
looking brown cattle he saw in central 
France.  In that same issue, breeders were 
reminded of the harsh reality of war as 
they read that Harold Shaver from Iowa 
(Marcia Shaver-Floyd’s brother) had died as 
a result of wounds in the battle of Iwo Jima. 
Harold, a former 4-Her, showing his Milking 
Shorthorns was just 21 when he was killed.
� e Milking Shorthorn Journal not only 
carried pertinent cattle information and 
advertising content, but, in the days before 
“facebook” and social media, it was � ee  
connection between breeders across the 
country and the globe.

What’s In A Name

Beginning with the June 1975 issue, the 
AMSS Board agreed to the new title of our 
o�  cial publication as “� e Journal of the 

Milking Shorthorn and Illawarra Breeds”.  
As our Executive Secretary at that time, 
Harry Clampitt, editorialized, “To those 
who approve - � ne. To those who do not 
approve – don’t judge a book entirely by the 
cover.”  Harry was a farmer-philosopher, 
well respected in the cattle world.  He 
accumulated enough material from his 
monthly “Journal” editorials to publish in his 
book, “My Salad Days, When I Was Green”. If 
you’re lucky enough to � nd a copy, grab it for 
a great read!

In 1992, at the 44th Annual Meeting of 
the American Milking Shorthorn Society, 
members voted to adopt the original title 
“Milking Shorthorn Journal” beginning with 
the January 1993 issue.

 “� e Angle” was born out of necessity. 
A cost saving experiment with the Ayshire  
Association, this publication premiered with 
the September/October 2018 issue.

� e world of media is constantly revolving 
and growing in many directions. E-news 
pops up everywhere.  � ough the newsletter 
idea isn’t entirely new to the AMSS.  Stuart 
and Emily Rowe edited the “AMSS Donor’s 
Digest” in the late 1990’s when Stuart 
served as Executive Secretary. “Tails and 
Trails” followed for a few years as an email 
to breeders.  We want news that’s easily 
accessible…on our phone or other mobile 
devices. So…”the Journal” is back, in print 
2x per year, complimented by the monthly 
e-newsletter, “Red, White & Roan News.”

While we can’t stop change, let’s 
keep evolving, serving our breeders and 
promoting the Red, White and Roan.

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Not seeing lactation records on your pedigrees? Curious why your girls are making enough milk to be recognized on our “Honor 
Roll” and could top our production awards at the AMSS national convention, but aren’t being recognized? It could be a variety of 

reasons, all dealing with your DHI test sheet.

When you receive your DHIA sheets, there is much more to check than milk weights, components, and your SCC. 

Check to make sure that your herd code is documented in the AMSS office. 
Contact Kate or Kathy in the AMSS o�ce.

Is the Breed (Brd) correct? 
It should read MS

Is the registration number of the cow correct? 
If not, work with your DHIA tester/�eld rep to get that corrected.

Double-check calving dates.
If not correct, work with your DHIA tester/�eld rep to get that updated.

Is the sire information correct? An asterisk (*) next to the registration could mean one of two things.
a. �e sire’s NAAB code or registration number haven’t been o�cially recorded with NAAB. (Some bulls were collected at 

more than one location, so they have more than one NAAB code. All of the NAAB codes for that bull may not be linked to 
the same sire.)

b. �e sire has less than 10 daughters who have completed a lactation.
Contact Kate or Kathy in the AMSS o�ce to check the status of the bull.

George was a member of the United Federation of Musicians 
Union for over 70 years with most of those years as a member of 
the Gene Trimble Orchestra. Music was in his soul, and he would 
always sit down at the drums and play and sing with anyone who 
wanted. He was also a member of the Newman United Methodist 
Church, and was a 70-year member of the Stanton Burgett Post 
#201 American Legion.
